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Bibliographic Citation (MLA 8) : Quick Reference (2016-2017)
For Community Project/ Personal Project & Extended Essay : 
· Put all entries in a single list under the title “Works Cited” or “Bibliography” at the end of your Personal Project.
· Put all entries of all type of resources in alphabetical order by authors’ last name or title (if there is no author).
· Indent all lines of each entry ½”, except the first line, which is against the left margin.
· For Chinese Bibliography: use Pinyin. (the last bibliography in the example below.)
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In-Text Referencing Reminder: (for Quoting)
· In your paper, when you quote another author, you need to tell the reader where you found the quote (give the author’s last name and page number).  For example:
	A Wordsworth critic once argued that his poems were too emotional. (Wordsworth Is a Loser 100)   -- For a book without an author (Italics the title)



 “Bees visit flowers to gather pollen and drink nectar.”  (Morgan 23)  
 (Millard and Harrison 176)--- two authors  
(Millard et al. 306) ----three or more authors
Titles of works cited: italicized
(Impact of Careful Revision on Student Success par.29)for paragraph            
(Impact of Careful Revision on Student Success n.page)– for no page numbers     
 Three types of abbreviation in Parenthetical References  :
1. n.pag. –for no page numbers available
2. N.d.  -- for no date
3. par.   -- for paragraphy
4. N.p.  -- if the name of the publisher is not given
5. qtd. --- if information has been quoted in another source.
